WRITTEN: PROBABLY 800-700BC
(USING STORIES FROM A MUCH EARLIER TIME)

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

The story told in Judges takes us on from the death of Joshua. The Israelites had arrived
in the Promised Land, but even when God had given them everything they had asked for,
they still found it easy to forget him. So, God raised up leaders, called judges, to unite the
nation and remind them who they served. However, God’s people were stuck in a cycle.
They would reject God, God would punish them, they would cry out, and God would send
a leader to rescue them

Then the cycle would start all over again.

WHY READ IT?
The book of Judges includes some epic stories that could each be made into its own
feature film. Here we begin to learn what the world looks like when people, rather than
God, are in charge. If you want to learn some lessons about leadership (both good and
bad) and what happens when we step away from God’s guidelines for right living, this is
an important read.

1 CORINTHIANS

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:
This letter is the first of two in our Bible written to the church in Corinth. Corinth was a
major Roman city in Greece, with a variety of cultures and religions. It was also well known
for its low standards of morality. Paul set up the church in Corinth and, soon afterwards,
problems emerged. Some hot topics were being debated and causing division, so Paul
wrote to the Corinthians to answer their questions and remind them that love wins out
over everything else.

WHY READ IT?
There are some meaty topics covered in this book - topics that can cause division, such as
sex and marriage, church, the Holy Spirit and the resurrection. Paul reminds us that the
Holy Spirit gives us all sorts of gifts, but that love should always be at the centre.

KEY CHARACTER:
Paul, who wrote this letter and many others in the New Testament, once hated Christians
and had them killed. He then met Jesus for himself on the way to Damascus (see Acts
chapter 9), and his life completely turned around. He went on to start loads of churches
and continued to teach the believers after he left, by writing letters to them. What a turn-
around in lifestyle.

THE BIG ISSUES

IDENTITY

Part of growing up is about figuring out who we are and the kind of people we hope
to become. Loads of things have an influence on our identity, such as where we live, our family
and friends, and our interests, but our identity is also tied in with our self-esteem and how we
feel about ourselves. Our feelings can be positive (‘| am a good friend’) or negative (‘I’'m not good
enough’).

Our identity can be very ‘me’ focused, so our feelings about ourselves shift around as
we look to ourselves or other people to figure out who we are. But God wants us to focus on him,
and to know that we have a secure identity in his love for us. The Bible has loads of verses about
how we are loved, accepted and forgiven, and about God’s plan for our lives.

PEUT-ON CROIRE SANS PRATIQUER?

La foi chrétienne nous fait accepter Jésus Christ avec tout notre étre : notre intelligence, notre coeur et
notre vie. La foi est un don de Dieu, mais ce don précieux nous est confié comme un talent a faire fructifier.

Si nous ne pratiquons pas, notre foi ne sera pas morte pour autant, mais elle risque de s'affaiblir. Nous
pouvons admirer les croyants non pratiquants, leur priére privée, leur ardeur a servir le prochain. Mais la foi peut
facilement s’anémier et se polluer d'une doctrine douteuse. Faute de pratique religieuse, le feu sacré de la foi peut
couver sous la cendre et méme refroidir jusqu’a I'extinction.

Par pratique religieuse, nous voulons dire participation, au moins occaisionnelle, a I'Euchariste dominicale, et récep-
tion des sacrements. La pratique religieuse alimente la foi, incite & en vivre et fait grandir sprituellement.

La foi du croyant ne peut se confiner. Nous sommes croyants pour vivre ensemble, louer a I'unisson le
Seigneur, le célébrer d’un seul coeur. Nous sommes membres d’une famille qui sait la nécessité de se rassembler.
Une dimension importante, voire nécessaire, manque au croyant non-pratiquant : celle d’une vie chrétienne vécue

en Eglise, avec ses rites, ses grandes célébrations du Seigneur, ses échanges spirituels.

Lindividualisme de la foi risque d’ouvrir les portes a un choix de croyances et de conduites morales selon
les golits personnels.

Je ne crois pas que le Seigneur Jésus ait groupé ses apdtres et ses disciples pour qu’aprés son Ascension,
chacun d’eux aille par son sentier personnel, sans qu'il y ait vie chrétienne partagée et célébrations communes du
Dieu qui nous veut fréres et soeurs. Il a établi des pasteurs pour son Eglise, plutét que de la laisser sombrer dans
I’anarchie.

Qu'est-ce qu’un chrétien ? C’est quelqu’un qui croit au Christ, qui s'ouvre a son amour, qui se donne a lui,
qui se dévoue pour ses fréres et soeurs. Disons, sans ambages, qu’un chreétien est aussi quelqu’un qui appartient a
I’Eglise. Saint Paul nous dit clairement que nous sommes baptisés pour ne former qu’un seul corps (1 Co 12,13). Ce
corps, selon I'enseignement de I’Ecriture, est I'Eglise (Ep 1, 22-23). Cette Eglise du Christ, selon le concile Vatican I,
subsiste dans I’Eglise catholique. Nous en sommes membres depuis notre baptéme.

Vouloir vivre sa vie chrétienne, chacun dans son coin, va a I'encontre de la volonté du Seigneur qui a voulu
nous grouper dans sa famille. Ensemble, nous prions “notre” Pére, comme le Christ nous I'a enseigné. L’Eglise vient
de Dieu et conduit a Dieu. En elle, nous trouvons tous les cadeaux du Seigneur : la saine doctrine, les pasteurs qu’il
a mandatés, les sacrements qui font vivre, I’Eucharistie surtout qui nous donne d’entrer en relation intime avec le
Christ ressuscité, source de vie. Il est vrai que I'Eglise a des rides ; elle en aura toujours ; mais elle est notre Méere
I Elle nous a donné la vie, elle nous protége, elle nous alimente. Elle nous aide a constituer ensemble cet Homme
parfait qui réalise la plénitude du Christ (Ep 4, 13). Dieu I'a volu ainsi quand il a établi son Eglise sur saint Pierre :
“Tu es Pierre, et sur cette pierre je batirai mon Eglise, et les portes de I’Hades ne tiendront pas contre elle” (Mt 16,
18). Le Christ a voulu que cette Eglise soit humaine, composée des pauvres humains que nous sommes, faibles et
pecheurs. Le Christ a voulu que cette Eglise soit simultanément divine, forte et sainte de sa présence. Ne regardons
pas I'Eglise avec nos yeux humains et myopes ; nous ne verrions que son aspect humain. Ouvrons les yeux de la foi
pour admirer la sainteté de I'Eglise. Nous marchons vers Dieu avec le Seigneur et nos fréres et soeurs, en union
avec la Vierge Marie et la multitude infinie de saints et de saintes. C’est ainsi que vivaient les premiers chrétiens (Ac
2, 42s). ,

Efforgons-nous d’imiter le Christ Jesus. Lui a tant aimé I'Eglise qu'il s’est livré pour elle (Ep 5, 25). Pou-
vons-nous étre chrétiens sans aimer I'Eglise que le Christ a créee et pour laquelle il a donné sa vie ? Jésus est la
“pierre angulaire” de I'Eglise (Ac 4, 11). Soyons, nous, des “pierres vivantes” de I'Eglise (1 P 2, 5)
